Filmmaker explores 'boys of Boise' scandal
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This week marks the 50th anniversary of an episode in Boise's history that some would rather forget and others believe we can learn from. For five years, local filmmaker Seth Randal, 29, and his production team have been researching, interviewing, writing and filming a documentary exploring what came to be known as the "boys of Boise" scandal and its consequences.

On Monday, Seth and editor Jenessa Carson finished the final edit of "The Fall of '55," narrated by Claudia Weathermon. They are submitting it to the Los Angeles International Film Festival, Sundance Film Festival, WorldFest Houston and the Tribeca Film Festival. Executive producer Louise Luster will take it to the American Film Market in Los Angeles next week, where she will show it to Echelon Entertainment, HBO and Showtime.
